Map proof reading — there are two dates for map proof
reading. The club is still working to establish the new
trail. The club is hopeful they will receive permission
from one last landowner. The trail map will reflect the
old trail as it is now.

The trail bosses were given a copy of the spreadsheet
listing all landowners. Roy asked that the spreadsheet
be reviewed for accuracy.

The club received a bill for approximately $1300.00 for
landowner’s insurance. A motion to approve payment

The club bought a new pole saw and now has two
good working pole saws available for trail work.

Much work has
already been done on the trails with additional work
being planned for after the meeting.
