Presidents Report - Adam Krause

e Town of Brazeau Map Approved - Road Routes: The town has approved the club trail map. The town
has requested an annual copy of the blank landowner insurance form. They would like Board members
to review and sign.

e Landowner Banquet Location and Date: The landowner appreciation dinner date has been set for
March 31, 2023, at Romy’s Holiday Inn. Time TBD

e Landowner Master List: There is a plan to create a digital master landowner list. All trail managers are
being asked to provide a copy of their lists so the master can be created.

e AWSC: AWSC received a correspondence from American Income & Life canceling the existing benefit
for all members. AWSC no longer carries free coverage.

Vice President's Report - Jane Garrow
e Nothing to report at this time

Membership Chairman Report: Adam Krause
e To date, 93 members including 88 renewed and 5 new members
e |ssues with email Newsletter: there are issues with the email/digital club newsletter that have been
identified and the club is working to resolve

Treasurer Report - Adam Krause reporting for Chuck Panure
e Income and expenses were discussed. A check for approximately $7000.00 will be coming from the
state for supplemental grooming - should be 100% pay for supplemental grooming. The club needs to
clarify how the 2021/2022 payment is recorded. A motion to approve the report was made by DJ Clark
and second by Tom Stadler. All approved.

Trail Boss/Manager Report

e New Bridge work dates: The construction of the bridge on Trail 11 south of G3 is planned for Saturday
10/8/22, at 0900. There was a discussion on the people and equipment needed for the project; the
lumber order will be placed. Looking for as much assistance as possible.

e Brushing/Trail work dates: Trail Managers to please let Adam Krause know when brushing and trail
work will be completed so he can place on the website and Facebook and ask membership for
assistance. A reminder to request landowner permission prior to any work on private land.

e Trail Numbers: The new trail maps now include trail numbers. Trail numbers need to be added to
signage at every intersection where there is a stop sign. We should see the new maps by early
December.

e |ee Lake Park Lane: Culverts have been staged on Lee Lake Park Lane in trail area: this area will need
to be monitored

e Trail by White Potato Lake: There was a discussion on the need to modify/straighten the trail by White
Potato Lake, marsh area. Any work needs to be approved. A decision was made to leave the trail as is,
add chevrons and monitor the trail this season. 24 chevrons have been ordered.

e Bridge by Cooley Lake: it was mentioned that there is a soft spot by the bridge that needs to be
monitored this season. This is one of two soft spots that need to be watched.



Trail Updates: Adam Krause to check with the township that oversees Pipeline Lane and let them know
the club will be using the road for trail. Also need to make sure the GPS is capturing this correctly.
Adam to provide follow-up at the next meeting.

A landowner expressed a concern about the trail from Walkers Bay Road down to Brad Wouters Front
2. The landowner has asked for some protection for the trees planted. There was a discussion on the
options to protect this portion of the trail/landowners property.

Old Business

Rescue Squad Donation: The donation made to Brazeau Emergency Services following the landowner
appreciation dinner last year was $1125.00
Equipment Building & Landowner Insurance: Adam Krause and Jane Garrow will be working on this
today with a cut off date of 10/19/22 to be submitted.
Mark Radtke grooming hours tabulated: the club owes Mark Radtke $567.50 for 22.7 hours for
grooming last year with the small groomer. Mark uses his side by side UTV to pull the drag provided by
Tom Kuchta. Mark donated transportation and equipment hours. There was a suggestion that the club
get their own small drag. There was a decision to wait and see how 2022-2023 season goes
Grooming Hours Previous Years: a comparison was provided of groomer labor hours from previous
years. Hours and reimbursement are dependent on snowfall, weather, labor rate changes etc.

o 2019-2020 season 322.7 hours for $25,816

o 2020-2021 season 128.7 hours for $9564.50

o 2021-2022 season 304.4 hours for $23,103.50

was a suggestion to try to find several high dollar items for the banquet raffle. The 50/50 raffle will take
place.
Landowner Appreciation Dinner raffle: Adam Krause contacted Brazeau Emergency Services and they
will be present to run the raffle and collect the money at the landowner appreciation dinner. As we get
closer to the dinner, they will attend a club meeting.
Club President Oversight: the club is still working to obtain more banking transparency and will provide
an update at the next meeting

New Business

discussion on work to be completed. It is a club work day

Electronic newsletter issues: there was an issue identified with the electronic newsletter - not all that
requested the electronic newsletter received it. The club is working to resolve this. The goal is to send
the electronic and hardcopy of the newsletter 12 days prior to the next meeting.
